Dear Parents and Carers, 
As you may be aware, the latest guidance from the DFE and government is that: 
· Staff, young people and children should stay at home if they are unwell with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature to avoid spreading infection to others. Otherwise they should attend education or work as normal. 
· If staff, young people or children become unwell on site with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature they should be sent home
· If a family member feels unwell with a continuous cough and high temperature, then all family members are to stay at home. 
We are aware that a number of pupils and families may choose to self-isolate at this time of uncertainty. We support this decision and understand that each family has a unique set of circumstances that must be considered. 
If a pupil is self-isolating for 14 days, we appreciate that parents and carers will want as little disruption to their learning and education as possible. As school remains open, teachers are not required to prepare online learning for pupils, but this is something that will be required in the event of a school closure.
