Dear Parents and Carers, 
As you may be aware, the latest guidance from the government is as follows: 
· All schools are to close from Friday 20th March for the foreseeable future. 
· Children of key workers such as NHS staff, police and delivery drivers will still be able to attend school. 

· Children who are vulnerable and those who have Education, Health and Care plans may also attend school. 

Children who remain at home will be required to complete learning. This can be recorded in the exercise book, which has been sent home. Children will be required to bring their work and projects into school to share when school reopens. As you may be aware, learning links have been placed on our school website for each class alongside some home learning project ideas. In addition to this, we are sending home a learning pack for the next 2 weeks, this includes some additional suggested activities and a suggested timetable to work on. We have also included a blank timetable for you to use if you wish to create a personalised timetable with your child. Please note that it may be difficult at first to engage your child in learning for a long period of time in the home so adjustments can be made. You could set up a learning area at the table or do short frequent sessions of learning instead of full hour lessons. 
We have a new temporary email address that you can use to contact staff throughout the time of this closure. The email address is closure@welbourn.lincs.sch.uk. This can be used to ask questions, request ideas or learning or even to keep in touch to let us know how you are getting on or to share some learning and achievements.  All staff can access this and the account will be checked on a daily basis. Please clearly state which member of staff this is for the attention of and they will respond to you as soon as they can. Please can I request that we respect school working hours and emails are not sent after 4.00pm to ensure that staff have quality time with family members in the evenings and weekends.

Finally, please can you fill out the slip below and send it to the office as soon as possible to let us know if you are a ‘key worker’ so that we can arrange sufficient staff to continue to open next week for those individual pupils.
